1. Remove the hardware and outer plate from the back 

mount point of the fender. 

2. Mount the mud flap mount (LANMF08) through the 

fender to the fender bracket with the 3/8” hardware. 

3. Mount the mud flap (LANMF10) to the mount with 

the 5/16” hardware and clamp plate (LANMF09).

4. Using a 11/32” drill bit, through the shown holes, drill holes in the fender. 

5. Push a 5/16” bolt and washer through the holes. 

6. Secure them in place with an anti-tear out plate (LANMF07) and a 5/16” top lock nut. 

7. Tighten all hardware. 

8. Repeat on other wheel.
